The Dual Fan Kit is designed to provide cooling to the equipment installed in
CPI's CUBE-IT Cabinet by drawing pre-filtered air into the cabinet. Drawing air
into the cabinet slightly pressurizes the cabinet and provides additional
protection from dust and debris. The dual fans can be installed in any of the
four vent patterns. Filters can easily be changed without any need to access
the inside of the cabinet.

1. Attach Power Cord connector and green ground wire to one of the two
fans. Use supplied M4 screw to secure green ground wire loop to the
fan body. Connect power cord extension to second fan.

2. ltis recommended to mount both fans in the lower vent patterns, o /|
directly opposite each other, on the right and left sides of the cabinet. ™
Using the included screws, attach Fans and Mounting Plates to the
cabinet as shown (note Mounting Plate orientation). Fans should be
inside the cabinet with the Mounting Plate between the fan and

cabinet. ;

3. Route power cords and secure where needed. Al (S
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4. From outside the cabinet, snap the Plastic Retainers to the Mounting - T —— |

Plates, capturing the Filter media.

5. Plug Power Cord into approved power supply to power fans. Fans will
run when powered.
