Prepare a location for the ACCESS POINT ENCLOSURE to
be positioned for inspection after removal from the shipping
container. Inspect the enclosure for shipping damage or
missing parts.

Determine the best location suitable for mounting the Wireless
Access Point.

Allow enough room around the enclosure to open the door, attach
wires and connectors, and extend antenna(s).

The hardware provided is suitable for mounting to wall board of
minimum %" thickness, hollow concrete block, or concrete.

Layout the positions of the four mounting holes for the enclosure
using the template or the dimensions provided. The template also
shows the position of the knockout opending on the back wall of
the enclosure if needed. The hardware provided is suitable for
mounting to wall board of minumum 1/2" thickness, hollow
concrete block, or concrete.

At mounting hole locations drill four (4) /4" diameter mounting
holes a minimum 1-1/8" deep.
Insert one anchor in each hole and tap with hammer to seat.

Customer provides all wiring connections to the enclosure.

anchors using the four (4) screws and washers provided .
Secure screws. Check for antenna clearance and door opening
clearance.
